“Restoration/Reconstruction. Small Historic Centers: 
Conservation in the Changes”

Roma-Castelvecchio Calvisio, Italy - 3-5 October 2013.
This conference-workshop builds on the workshops held in Genoa, Dublin and Bucharest in 2007, 2009, 2011. 
The theme to be addressed is that of “reconstruction”, thinking about the necessity of finding a strict relation between this topic and restoration/conservation in an historic center that has been partly abandoned and subjected to a disaster. Reconstruction relates to little portions of historical architecture that have been destroyed (walls, roofs, interiors etc), to structural issues, to architectural integration but also to the problems of reconstitution of human activity and care. In that sense, the deep knowledge of the site gives the tools for making the best choices for intervention. 
The workshop is experimental: participants are asked, through the medium of the real site of Castelvecchio Calvisio, to reflect on some key issues that impact on conservation/restoration practice and theory and on how these may be explored in teaching. The ambition is to create a discursive atmosphere as a contribution to the reflective papers of the participants, as in the previous workshop.
Four inter-connected themes are put forward for consideration:
a. Methodology and goals of the conservation research in architecture of small historic towns
b. Use and fruition: from the territory to the little town
c. Structural and building issues  
d. Integrations of urban gaps.

The working language of the Workshop is English.


      

The general subject

To facilitate creative exploration the sessions of the Workshop will be held in Rome and in Castelvecchio Calvisio, near L’Aquila. 

The workshop work on the issue of conservation and use of historical little towns in a territory that was invested, before the earthquake in April 2009, by a process of desertification. This process was especially due to the mountain morphology of the place, the distance from the main infrastructures and the productive activities, the moving of inhabitants toward the coast and the main towns.     
The real context for the workshop will be Castelvecchio Calvisio  assumed as a special case of reference, for its special conformation and its historical transformations, but also a good example of the problems of conservation of little historical centers in Europe.

The paper should address theoretical and practical issues related to the one or several of the themes and how these issues might be addressed in teaching

The concept for the Workshop is as follows: 

1. Participants’ abstracts will be presented in the Introductory session, before participants engage in the tasks of the workshop.

2. Participants (in small groups) will be asked to examine the site of Castelvecchio Calvisio and prepare an agreed statement on the significance of the site and how the themes might be addressed in relation to the conservation/restoration issues involved. 

3. The statements of each group will be presented to the workshop. Following discussion, the workshop will attempt to articulate key points on which there is agreement and those on which there is not.

Following the workshop, participants are asked to develop their abstracts into papers, taking into account the experience and discussions of the workshop. The papers (2500-3000 words maximum) will be submitted for review/publication to the Scientific Committee. The selected papers will be published in 2014. The Committee comprises: Professor Loughlin Kealy (Dublin); Professor Stefano Musso (Genoa); Professor Chris Younnes (Paris) 
NOTE: Participants are advised to bring weather resistant clothing and footwear.
